Classes:  MAXIMUM of 10 entries per Group
Participants with mobility difficulties may choose someone to run their horse for them for the trot part of the class - or they may choose to ride the trot part of the class rather than do it in hand- may be led or unled. Only competitors with mobility difficulties may ride, and we can assist with mounting if required.
Top 6 horses will receive placed winner rosettes. All other horses will receive highly commended rosettes.
Classes will be divided into Junior and Senior sections - subject to sufficient entries. Junior riders are those who are 16 years of age or under on 1 January 2019.
Visually impaired entrants may use a guide to help them to orientate themselves in the arena (e.g. someone running with them that they can place a hand upon their shoulder, or wearing a fluorescent tabard). 
RDA recommends all leaders wear gloves, though we understand that some cases may be an exception such as Visually Impaired leaders 
THIS IS A NON QUALIFYING CLASS, WINNERS WILL NOT BE ELIGIBLE TO ENTER THE RDA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP RIDDEN SHOWING CLASSES
Class times will be emailed the week starting April 29th, 2019.              Times will also be put on the N Wales Website and Facebook.
Participants wishing to enter who do not have a horse of their own, or whose group’s horse(s) are not attending:  may contact Sara Jones Williams to arrange to borrow a horse/pony for the competition – tel:  Alys Lewis-Jones may also be able to help with finding a horse/pony for you, tel: 07752 110825

The number of borrowed horses/ponies available is limited - so please ring early to avoid disappointment.

If a participant wishes to enter, but their Group coach is unable to attend:  participants may ask Region to supply a ‘Green Coach’ to support them during the competition. Please contact Alys if you need us to supply a ‘Green coach’ for you. If you are independent and don’t need help, then don’t worry, the coach doesn’t have to help you in the class – they just need to be present at the competition for our RDA insurance purposes.
Conditions:          
1. Late entries may not be accepted.
2. Competitors must let Region know if they wish to use a pool horse well in advance of the closing date, and have been to meet the horse prior to the competition.
4. Entry fee can be paid either by BACs or cheque.  Cheques should be made payable to ‘North Wales Region RDA’.

5. Entries must be received by the closing date:  April 5th All entries must be accompanied by entry fee.
6. There is a maximum of 10 entries per group. 
7. All horses and ponies must be fully vaccinated and have passports with them on the day to be checked.

8. The Judge’s decision is final.
9. All horses/ponies must be 5 years old or over to compete and be used in RDA settings, or have passed an assessment by Anne Furey prior to competition.
10. Riding hats to the current standard must be worn by all competitors.
WHAT THE CLASS ENTAILS:

Competitors will lead their horses at walk round the arena, keeping at least one horses distance between them and the horse in front.
Judge/steward will motion for competitors to line up in a corner, and each will be called for the individual trot around arena (a volunteer may run the horse for a competitor, or the competitor may ride the horse if they have mobility difficulties – see our North Wales RDA Guide to In Hand Showing.
Competitors will lead their horses at walk around the arena.
Judge/steward will then call each competitor one by one into the middle to ask them to stand their horse for inspection, and then walk away from judge and trot back (volunteer may trot the horse if competitor wishes, or they may ride).
Judge/steward will ask horses to come to the middle in order of placing, 1st place first, then 2nd place etc

All entrants will receive a rosette.
